A material fee is required and includes: Spring rains, medallion XVII pattern, (1) No. 7 sharps needle 

– basting, (1) No. 11 milliner’s needle – hand stitching, use of threads – hand basting, handouts, 3-

page tips to successfully hand reverse applique, 2-page list of helpful blogs and tutorials, and an eye 

of the beholder tote bag.

Please bring the following items to class: 

 Basic Sewing Supplies 

 (1) 9½" x 9½" of white/neutral batik top fabric 

 (1) 9½" x 9½" of green batik background fabric 

 (1) 5" x 5" square of gold batik stamen 

 (2) 9" x 9" squares of pinks/purples – petals 

 (1) Spool each of Aurifil 80 wt., 60 wt., OR silk threads – hand stitching to match top and 

appliqué fabrics 

 (1) Pair of small, sharp scissors (Margaret recommends the Kai 4" bent-handled sharp-tipped 

scissors - can be used for paper and fused fabric) 

  (5-8) Safety pins 

 (4-5) Straight pins 

 Light box – trace design onto wrong side of background batik helpful 

 Mechanical pencil OR Frixion gel pen – tracing pattern onto wrong side of background batik 

 

Optional: Needle threader – small-eyed needle and beam n’ read personal light. 
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An optional kit is available and includes: ¾ yd. of cream dotted swirls batik – background fabric 

bloom A, top fabric bloom B block, ⅝ yd. of purple batik – top fabric bloom A block, ⅜ yd. of green 

batik – background fabric bloom B block, ⅜ yd. of dark purple batik, strips, and binding. ¼ yd. of 

gold/ orange batik- stamen, strips, ¼ yd. of raspberry batik- petals, strips, ¼ yd. of fuchsia batik- 

petals, strips, ⅛ yd. of turquoise batik-strips. To make whole medallion. $48 

 

An optional hand accessory kit is available and includes: (1) pair of Kai bent-handled, slightly 

blunt-tipped scissors, (1) spool of hand basting thread, (1) pack of No. 7 sharps needles, and (1) 

pack of No. 11 milliner’s needles. $24.38
